Collaborative Curiosity: Designing Community-Engaged Research
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Introduction

As academic-based researchers, we want our research to be relevant
to our communities and to have a positive impact. One way to do this
is an approach to research called community-engaged research
(CEnR) -- a collaborative process involving university- and
community-based researchers that creates and disseminates
knowledge and creative works with the explicit aim that all
stakeholders benefit from their involvement. CEnR identifies and
incorporates the assets of all stakeholders (the community) in the
design and implementation during the different phases of the research
process. This approach embraces and includes community-based
research,  participatory action research, community-based
participatory research, photovoice, and other engaged approaches to
research. Community refers to a group of people external to the
campus who are affiliated by geographic proximity, special interest,
similar situation or shared values. Communities may share

characteristics such as age, ethnicity, gender, or sexual orientation.

Like CEnR, this course seeks to promote powerful engagement in
learning and research through openness and collaborative curiosity.
As an introductory course, participants will learn the basics of CEnR
during the time together in class. After the class, the participants will
develop a CEnR proposal (in English) that aligns their research
expertise with the interests and needs of their community. The
instructor will review the proposals with each participant during a

one-hour consultation.

This course will be taught in English.
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Learning objectives

The core questions we will investigate during this course are:

1. What is community-engaged research (CEnR)?

2. How do we understand CEnR as a perspective rather than as a
specific research method?

3. How do we build and maintain collaborative research
partnerships involving stakeholders within and beyond the
university?

4. How do we design and implement CEnR?

5. How do we ensure that CEnR is mutually beneficial for all
stakeholders?

6. How can we disseminate and translate research findings so they

are accessible to a diverse audience?

By the end of the course, participants should be able to:

1. Describe CEnR as a research perspective that is associated with
certain research methods.

2. Apply the CEnR perspective to designing their own research.

3. Describe strategies that sustain mutually-beneficial research
partnerships.

4. Employ various approaches to identify and collaborate with

partners and creatively disseminate CEnR findings and products.

Prerequisites
Come prepared with a research topic or question that you would like

to develop into community-engaged research.

Course Learning Activities

All of the learning activities, both during and outside of class focus
on developing a community-engaged research proposal. You are

encouraged to use the learning opportunities to think about how
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content applies to your own research expertise and the interests and

expertise across your community.
