This course will examine the category of “subculture” and
related categories such as “youth culture” and “counterculture,” and
some of the theoretical issues they raise. Questions we will consider
include: What counts as a subculture, and what are the ideological
stakes in different definitions? What definitions of “mainstream” or
“dominant” culture are implied by different definitions of
subculture? How can the concept of subculture be useful, or
limiting, in non-Western contexts? What methodologies can be used
to study subcultures, and how might different methodologies (for
instance, insider research vs. outsider research) affect both those
being studied and our understanding of society as a whole?

Class 1: Subculture as style: music, dance, fashion

This class will cover the development of the field of
subculture in the US and Britain from the 1960s to 1980s, focusing
on the work of sociologist Erving Goffman and the Birmingham
School for Cultural Studies. We will also look at how the concept
has been criticized and expanded by feminist and post-colonial
scholars since the 1980s.

Class 2: Fandoms
This class will focus on one type of subculture, fan
culture.  We will explore different methodologies for researching
fan cultures, as well as what fan cultures can tell us about broader
social structures and the possibilities for critiquing and transforming
those structures.
